Old Testament recap
Who?  Moses, any of Noah/Shem/Ham/Japheth/Moses or the Israelites, Isaac (carried the wood 
for the sacrifice), Isaac (of Jacob), Pharoah’s butler, the people of Israel.
When? in the beginning, when he was running from Esau (Jacob), when he left Ur (Abram), when 
he had worked for seven years (for Rachel), when he went to Egypt (Jacob met Joseph), when 
they didn’t want to kill all the little boys (the midwives). 
Why?  because they had disobeyed God (Adam and Eve), to get the birthright (Jacob), their 
brother had a special coat (Joseph’s brothers), he wanted Noah to put them in the ark, God told 
them to put it there to save them (at the Passover), to build the tabernacle.
What? the dove to the ark, having a baby in old age (Sarah), a famine after years of plenty, it was 
turned to blood in Egypt or it was bitter in the desert, the burning bush, manna.
Where? Garden of Eden, Sodom, Haran (Abraham for Rebekah), Egypt (Joseph, the brothers x2, 
the whole family), prison in Egypt (butler and baker), the widerness.
