Digging Deeper

In which year of Nebuchadnezzar’s reign was Daniel taken from 
Jerusalem and where was he taken?  Daniel 1:1-2, Jeremiah 25:1 

Who else was taken at the same time and which king? (There 
seems to be a discrepancy in these verses about which year of 
Jehioakim’s reign it was but this is probably due to the fact that 
they weren’t always consistent about whether they counted the 
first year as 1 or 0)
Historians can date this fairly accurately to 605 BC.

Remind yourself when Ezekiel was taken from Jerusalem and 
where he was taken. 2 Kings 24:11-14,  Ezekiel 1:1.  
The Chebar river was a tributary of the Euphrates to the west of 
Babylon.

Read Daniel 3. Once again Daniel’s three friends had to stick up 
for what they believed in.
Why do you think Daniel wasn’t there?  Might he have been 
visiting Ezekiel and the other captives?
