Digging Deeper

Ezra, Nehemiah and Esther are the last three historical books 
of the Old Testament.  The prophetic books Isaiah – Daniel 
and Haggai – Malachi also cover this period of history.
Make a short time line covering about 600 years before Jesus 
was born and remind yourself when these people lived and 
distinguish whether they lived in the land of Israel or not or 
whether they moved away or back. (The references will help 
you if you need reminding)
Isaiah  (Isaiah 1:1)
Jeremiah  (Jeremiah 1:1)
Ezekiel (Ezekiel 1:1-3)
Daniel (Daniel 1:1,6)
Zerubbabel (Ezra 1:1, 2:1-2) (Daniel 9:1-2)
Ezra (Ezra 7:1)
Nehemiah (Nehemiah 2:1)
Esther (Esther 1:1)
Haggai (Haggai 1:1)
Zechariah (Zechariah 1:1)
Malachi  (Malachi 1:7-8 
They were offering at the temple and there was a governor in 
the land so it sounds as though Malachi was very slightly after 
Nehemiah.)
About how many years are there before the New Testament 
begins when we don’t have any records in the Bible?
After the book of Esther is Job. Historically this probably fits 
around the time of Abraham but so that you know where it is 
in the Bible learn the names of Ezra Nehemiah Esther and Job 
in order.

Ezra and Nehemiah were together in Jerusalem at this time.  How do you think the two 
men felt about what had happened?  
Discuss your ideas and record them here.
