Sometimes the things God asks us to 
do are really hard and go against what those around us think is the right thing 
to do.  Can you think of anything that the Bible teaches us is right which your 
friends would find unacceptable?  What about the moral behaviour which is 
expected of us?  How would you defend your attitude to your friends?  Talk in 
your group about situations like this and how you would deal with them.
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
